Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk (1) menjelaskan realitas sakit dan penderitaan 
sebagai kondisi manusiawi; (2) menggambarkan pelayanan Ordo Kamilian di 
RSUD dr. T. C. Hillers, Maumere dalam terang spiritualitas St. Kamilus; serta (3) 
menganalisis bagaimana spiritualitas pelayanan St. Kamilus diwujudkan dalam 
pelayanan konkret terhadap pasien. Metode yang digunakan adalah metode 
deskriptif kualitatif dengan teknik pengumpulan data melalui observasi, 
wawancara, dan studi pustaka. Data primer diperoleh langsung dari anggota Ordo 
Kamilian yang aktif melayani di RSUD dr. T. C. Hillers, sementara data sekunder 
berasal dari buku, artikel, dokumen, serta sumber daring yang relevan.  

Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa pelayanan Ordo Kamilian 
mencakup pendampingan spiritual, kunjungan rutin, doa bersama, pelayanan lintas 
agama, dan tindakan nyata merawat orang sakit dengan penuh kasih tanpa 
membedakan latar belakang pasien. Pelayanan ini merupakan manifestasi dari 
spiritualitas St. Kamilus yang menekankan kasih, totalitas dalam pelayanan, serta 
melihat Kristus dalam diri orang sakit. Kehadiran Ordo Kamilian di rumah sakit 
tersebut menjadi sarana pewartaan Injil secara kontekstual dan konkret di dunia 
kesehatan.

This research aims to (1) explain the reality of pain and suffering as a human 
condition; (2) describe the service of the Camillian Order at RSUD dr. T. C. Hillers, 
Maumere in the light of St. Camillus' spirituality; and (3) analyse how the 
spirituality of St. Camillus' service is manifested in concrete services to patients. 
The method used is descriptive qualitative method with data collection techniques 
through observation, interviews, and literature study. Primary data was obtained 
directly from members of the Camillian Order who actively serve at RSUD dr. T. 
C. Hillers, while secondary data came from books, articles, documents, and relevant 
online sources. 

The results of this study show that the services of the Camillian Order 
include spiritual accompaniment, regular visits, joint prayers, interfaith services, 
and concrete actions to lovingly care for the sick without discriminating against the 
patient's background. This service is a manifestation of the spirituality of St 
Camillus, which emphasises love, totality in service, and seeing Christ in the sick. 
The presence of the Camillian Order in the hospital is a means of contextual and 
concrete proclamation of the Gospel in the world of health.
